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A Message From the Board of Directors 
It has been another eventful year at Crossroads Hospice Society as we contin-
ue to work towards our mission:  to provide quality and compassionate end-of-
life care to the patients.  Our hospice care and bereavement services are held 
in high esteem by our operational partner, Fraser Health, and by the members 
of the communities that we serve.  That well-earned reputation is something the 
Board is committed to maintaining as we move forward.   

During the 2014-2015 year, the Board focused on directing the Societyôs ener-
gies and resources towards the infrastructure and programs at the 10-bed hos-
pice at Inlet Centre in Port Moody.  We celebrated the 11

th
 anniversary of the 

first freestanding hospice in the Fraser Health Region with some noticeable im-
provements at the hospice. Specifically a new nurses station was completed 
that improved the functionality of this area as well as the overall look and feel 
for patients  and families as they enter from the elevator.  Plans are underway 
for further improvements for new flooring and the installation of a more modern 
call system that will allow the nursing staff working with our amazing team of 
staff and volunteers to better serve the needs of our patients and their families.   

We also celebrated the 10
th
 anniversary of the opening of the Crossroads Thrift 

Store, which continues to be the greatest source of revenue generated by the 
Society to support the services we offer at the Inlet Centre.  In an increasingly 
competitive thrift store market in the Tri-Cities and neighbouring communities, 
Crossroads Thrift Store has met and exceeded expectations.   Innovative 
events such as the Art Sale helped draw customers to our location, introducing 
the work Crossroads does to this new clientele.  The new landlords undertook 
some work on the exterior fascia of the building giving the Thrift Store a fresher 
look.    

The Societyôs Business Office moved into new space at 2606 Kingsway Avenue 
in Port Coquitlam.  The new offices have been a welcome addition to our facili-
ties.  The adjacent meeting rooms in the building allow the Bereavement  
Services team to host small group sessions run in a private yet convenient set-
ting.  The larger meeting room has housed our Board meetings as well as infor-
mal gatherings of our staff and volunteer teams.    

The move to the new Business Office happened to coincide with some changes 
in our administrative team with the departure of three long standing employ-
ees.  Linda Whitney, our Financial Administrator for 10 years who contributed to 
Crossroads events beyond her job duties, retired in August.   Shannon Gandy, 
our Special Events Co-ordinator, left in September on maternity leave and later 
that month she and husband Taylor welcomed  baby Lillian to their family.  Kelly 
Parry, our communications officer and unofficial Crossroads historian, parted 
this past March to pursue other opportunities in the Interior.   As well, Jill Cook, 
our Executive Director who started in April 2014 on a part-time basis, was wind-
ing down her tenure as we prepared to add a new full-time Executive Director to 
our team.  Linda, Shannon, Kelly and Jill are examples of the amazing people 
who have worked for Crossroads over the years.  Their contributions are sin-
cerely appreciated and will not be forgotten.     

While we said goodbye to some good friends, the Board is looking forward to 
working with our team of tremendous staff and volunteers to ensure that 2015-
2016 will be successful as Crossroads continues to provide quality and compas-
sionate end-of-life care services to each and every patient and their families 
whom we have the privilege to assist.
